Entry submission: This is not a “juried” show, thus each SAA member may submit just one entry, not
exceeding 20" x 30" or a total area not exceeding 600 square inches, due to space limitations.

Entry deadline: Friday, August 6'" 2021. Show entry-forms can be downloaded from the SAA website
www.siskiyouartists.com in about 2 weeks, after the website change-over is completed.

Delivery: Monday September 6" Installation: begins September 7t

Critique Artist: Chris Messer will critique Show-artwork pieces.

Silent Auction items: 9x12” max. including frame. 100% of proceeds donated to the SAA Scholarship fund.
Sales %: 40% of any artwork-sale, and 100% greeting-cards sale will go to Siskiyou Arts Museum. (S.A.M.)

Opening and Reception: September 11", Show-reception plans will be determined based on the COVID-19
guidelines at that time. All art must remain at S.A.M. until show ends, even if sold.

Membership dues: new and 2021 unpaid- members, please complete and submit the membership form
with your payment. $25 per individual, $35 per family.
